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Pretende-se que os estudantes adquiram uma metodologia de interpretacéo dos factos e das estruturas
gue constituem as rela¢des internacionais contemporaneas. Pretende-se refor¢car competéncias
reflexivas que permitam, através de uma analise socioldgica e histérica do sistema internacional,

da teoria politica internacional e da andlise da conjuntura, produzir afirma¢fes sustentadas sobre o
dia-a-dia das relagdes internacionais. Sera incentivado o uso de métodos audiovisuais no sentido de
identificar e caraterizar os atores e estruturas politicas, bem como os processos de interacdo mais
conjunturais. Pretende-se ainda que os estudantes adquiram competéncias comunicativas capazes de
problematizar e debater as principais questfes da agenda internacional contemporanea.

Students are expected to acquire a methodology to interpret facts and structures constituting
contemporary international relations. Students will be stimulated to enhance reflexive skills in order to
produce sustained claims about everyday international relations through a sociological-historical analysis
of the international system, political theory and current affairs. A special focus will be put on the use of
audiovisual methods allowing to identify and characterize political actors and structures, as well as the
more conjunctural processes of interaction. Students are expected to acquire communicative skills in
order to be able to problematise and debate the main topics in the contemporary international agenda.
