Students should be able to identify the main drivers, opportunities, risks, game-changers and strategies
that players (states, companies, transnational enterprises, international organizations) develop in the
task of creating competitive advantages in international economic relations. They should also be able to
identify the main geoeconomic actors, processes and instruments in a contemporary globalized
economy. Students should be able to produce relevant, strategic intelligence for decision making, in
public and private organizations, national and worldwide.

Sendo aulas tedrico-praticas e dado o caracter introdutério da unidade curricular, as sessdes sdo
constituidas, maioritariamente, pela exposi¢ao das tematicas por parte do docente (cerca de 80% do
tempo total), seguindo-se um periodo de discussédo de textos previamente distribuidos e colocagdo de
guestdes por parte dos discentes, visando a operacionalizagédo dos conceitos e a aquisi¢do de
competéncias tedricas e metodoldgicas. A avaliagédo segue 0s critérios previstos no Regulamento de
Avaliagédo do ISCSP, na modalidade de Avaliacé@o Final (exame final). A classificagdo obtida no exame
final representa 100% da nota final.

Theoretical and applied lessons are based mainly on the exposure of subjects by the teaching staff
(about 80% of the total), followed by a discussion period of previously distributed texts and placing
issues on the part of students, in order to operationalise concepts and acquire theoretical and
methodological skills. Evaluation within this unit follows standard criteria in ISCSP evaluation regulation.
Students are required to take a final exam, representing 100% of the final grade.
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
