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Pretende-se que os estudantes explorem o conceito de '‘espaco pds-soviético' como periferia de
periferias e adquiram conhecimentos tedricos relativos & composicao e recomposigéo da Russia como
grande poténcia ao longo do processo histérico. Pretende-se reforcar competéncias reflexivas
avancadas que permitam aos estudantes identificar e caraterizar os atores fulcrais da politica russa, as
estruturas emergentes e decadentes, assim como as dindmicas de conflito e cooperacdo com as
restantes grandes poténcias. Pretende-se ainda que os estudantes adquiram e apliquem competéncias
tedricas e comunicativas avangadas no sentido de problematizar e debater as principais questées da
agenda politica pds-soviética numa légica transdisciplinar.

The students are expected to explore the concept of post-Soviet space as periphery of peripheries and
acquire theoretical knowledge related to the composition and recomposition of Russia as a great power
in the course of the historical process. Advanced reflexive skills will be enhanced allowing students to
identify and characterize central actors in Russian politics, emerging and decaying structures, as well as
cooperation and conflict dynamics with other great powers. Students are also expected to acquire and
apply advanced theoretical and communicative skills in order to problematise and debate the main topics
of the post-Soviet politics through a transdisciplinar logic.
