Sendo uma unidade curricular cujo objetivo principal € a ativagdo de competéncias pre-existentes ou a
adquirir em comunicacéo efetiva em Lingua Inglesa na area das Ciéncias Sociais, em cada grupo sera
feita uma analise de necessidades do grupo para adequar os conteldos, de forma a potenciar os
resultados. Todos os ajustes respeitardo o programa, dando porém, maior enfoque a pontos que
necessitem maior atencdo no processo de aprendizagem.

As the aim of this subject is to activate pre-existing skills or to allow for effective communication in
English within the Social Sciences, needs analysis will be carried out in each group to adapt the syllabus

to enhance students' results. A greater emphasis will be given to those areas of the syllabus where
students have more difficulties.

As sess0es online sdo destinadas a todos os estudantes. Em termos de organizacéo didatica, serdo
divididas entre sessdes dedicadas a exposi¢do de matéria, mas também de verificacédo de ativacéo de
conhecimentos e competéncias, através de exercicios de escrita e de fluéncia oral, respetivas corre¢cdes
e solucéo de duvidas.

The methodological approach is adapted to the online contact model, which includes:

Online sessions are aimed at the whole class. In didactic terms they will be divided between time
devoted to the presentation of syllabus contents, but also to checking the activation of skills and
competences. This will be obtained using written and fluency exercises, error analysis and correction,
and clearing doubts. Students participation may be in group or individual with the presentation of
different outputs.

Tutorial sessions: Interaction using various platforms, in smaller groups aimed at exploring concepts and
solving doubts.

Assessment formats: Mixed Assessment one individual written assignment delivered online (50%), with
a required minimum of 50% of classes attended, plus on final test, at the end of term, in presence (50%).
The instructor must be informed in writing as to the option for MA.

Or, Final Assessment -- final exam (100%).
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
