Syllabus
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The main objective of this course is to develop the communication skills needed to perform effectively in
the field of Social Sciences in both academic and professional contexts in line with the four basic
language skills required for language learning: reading, writing, speaking and listening. The course
follows level B2 standards set by the Council of Europe in the Common European Framework of
Reference for Languages: Learning, Teaching, Assessment. A variety of Social Sciences related
materials will be used for classroom analysis and discussion, including essays, articles and video
documentaries, targeting fluency and language accuracy as well as the vocabulary and terminology
currently employed in this academic field.

Nesta UC é feita uma abordagem funcional e comunicacional da lingua, a qual foi ajustada a atual
situacao de pandemia resultante do COVID-19, tendo em conta as regras sanitarias estabelecidas pelas
entidades oficiais. Os discentes sdo incentivados a participar em todas as actividades de aprendizagem
programadas, sejam em sessdes presenciais, a distancia ou tutoriais. Pequenos trabalhos escritos
feitos em aula e/ou online séo submetidos, corrigidos e subsequentemente devolvidos aos alunos de
forma a monitorizaram o seu progresso. Como parte integrante da UC, os alunos também efectuam
curtas tarefas de pesquisa, cujos resultados s@o posteriormente apresentados em ambiente de aula
e/ou online. Modalidades de Avaliagdo: Avaliagdo Continua (AC) -- dois testes individuais (50%+50%),
com assiduidade minima de 50% das aulas. Ou, Avaliacéo Final (AF) -- exame escrito (100%). O
docente deve ser obrigatoriamente informado por escrito da opgdo por AC até uma semana apés o
inicio das aulas.
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Teaching and Assesment

Methodologies A functional and communicational approach to language learning is applied throughout the course, which

has been adjusted to the current COVID-19 pandemic situation in accordance with the sanitary
regulations set by official entities. Students are encouraged to participate in all class activities
programmed, whether in-person, online or tutorial sessions. Short written assignments carried out in
class and/or online are regularly submitted, corrected, and subsequently returned, so that students may
monitor their progress. As part of the course work, students also do controlled research assignments, the
results of which are presented to fellow learners either in- person and/or in online classes. Assessment
formats: Continuous Assessment (CA) -- two individual tests (50%+50%), with a required minimum of
50% of classes attended. Or, Final Assessment (FA) -- final exam (100%). The instructor must be
informed in writing as to the option for CA within a week after the start of the term.
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
