As the main aim of this subject is to activate and improve pre-existing skills in order to allow for effective
communication in English within the Social Sciences, needs analysis will be carried out in each group to
adapt the syllabus to enhance students' results. Students are expected, at the end of the semester, to be
able to: recognize and use concepts such as audience, purpose, context, or genre to be used in reading
comprehension and writing situations; support their arguments, be it in written or oral speech, through
the use of examples, remarks, and/or appropriately cited material retrieved from sources; reflect critically
on own writing and fluency. Specific knowledge acquisition involves advanced grammar (verb forms,
adverbs, conjunction, adjectives and structure) and vocabulary at C1 level; skills to be improved are the
self-assessment of own production and individual study processes; the development of inherent
aptitudes in terms of accent, intonation and self-confidence.

The methodological approach is adapted to the online contact model, which includes:

Online sessions are aimed at the whole class. In didactic terms they will be divided between time
devoted to the presentation of syllabus contents, but also to checking the activation of skills and
competences. This will be obtained using written and fluency exercises, error analysis and correction,
and clearing doubts. Students¢, participation may be in group or individual with the presentation of
different outputs.

Tutorial sessions: Interaction using various platforms, in smaller groups aimed at exploring concepts and
solving doubts.

Assessment formats: Mixed Assessment one individual written assignment + worksheet delivered online
(50%), with a required minimum of 50% of classes attended, plus final test, at the end of term, in

presence (50%). Choice expressed in writing up to the end of the 2 nd week of class.

Or, Final Assessment -- final exam (100%).
