Os estudantes deveréo no final
do semestre: reconhecer e usar conceitos como audiéncia, propdésito, contexto ou género para
utilizacdo em situacdes de compreenséo de texto escrito ou de producdo de escrita; apoiar a
argumentacgdo, seja escrita ou oral através do uso de exemplos, comentérios e/ou material citado e
devidamente referenciado; refletir criticamente sobre a escrita ou producgéo oral préprias. O
desenvolvimento de conhecimento especifico envolvera trabalho gramatical avangado (formas verbais,
advérbios, adjectivos, conjungdes e estrutura) e vocabulario, a este nivel; as competéncias de avaliagdo
auténoma da producéo propria e de estudo individual; o desenvolvimento de aptidées como
autoconfianga, prondncia e entoagao.

As the main aim of this subject is to activate and improve pre-existing skills in order to allow for effective
communication in English within the Social Sciences, needs analysis will be carried out in each group to
adapt the syllabus to enhance students' results. Students are expected, at the end of the semester, to be
able to: recognize and use concepts such as audience, purpose, context, or genre to be used in reading
comprehension and writing situations; support their arguments, be it in written or oral speech, through
the use of examples, remarks, and/or appropriately cited material retrieved from sources; reflect critically
on own writing and fluency. Specific knowledge acquisition involves advanced grammar (verb forms,
adverbs, conjunction, adjectives and structure) and vocabulary at C1 level; skills to be improved are the
self-assessment of own production and individual study processes; the development of inherent
aptitudes in terms of accent, intonation and self-confidence.

Sess0es online: preparagdo do trabalho a desenvolver presencialmente, através da proposta e analise
dos temas em estudo e da interacdo entre 0s participantes.

Sessdes tutoriais: interacdo programada utilizando diversas plataformas, em grupos mais reduzidos,
destinada a exploracao de conceitos e resolugdo de davidas.

Os estudantes optam, por escrito, até ao final da 12 semana de aulas por:

1) Avaliacao continua: dois testes escritos individuais (40%+60%), com assiduidade minima de 50%,
registada pelo docente através de chamada oral;

ou

2) Exame final (100%).

The methodological approach has been adapted to a hybrid model of contact time, which includes
face-to-face classes, online sessions, and online or face-to-face tutorial guidance.

Face-to-face sessions: primarily aimed at practical application by solving and correcting writing and
speaking exercises, and answering students questions; peer interaction; collecting continuous
assessment elements.

Online sessions: preparing face-to-face activities by discussing and analysing topics in the syllabus and
promoting interaction among participants.

Tutoring sessions: prescheduled interaction via different platforms, with smaller groups, aimed at
exploring concepts and answering questions.

Until the end of the first week of classes, students choose in writing between:

1) Continuous Assessment: two individual written tests (40%+60%); a minimum 50% attendance is
required and registered by the lecturer (verbal confirmation of the students presence);

or

2) Final Exam (100%).
