Sendo uma unidade curricular teérico-pratica, visa desenvolver competéncias nos dominios cognitivo e
das atitudes.

No dominio cognitivo, incide sobre as competéncias de aquisicdo, compreensdo e aplicacdo. Os
estudantes deverdo ser capazes de:

- Identificar as origens, os objetos e as diversas linhas teéricas de desenvolvimento da Sociologia da
Educacao;

- Saber integrar e interpretar a complexidade da relagcdo da educagéo com a sociedade e o Estado;

- Demonstrar capacidade analitica e reflexiva para discutir as novas tendéncias educativas tanto ao
nivel nacional como internacional;

- Revelar capacidade para recolher, selecionar e interpretar a informacédo pertinente nos dominios
estudados;

- Saber implicar-se nos debates desenvolvidos em contexto de sala de aula e construir textos escritos
académicos.

Nas atitudes, visa-se o desenvolvimento de competéncias de escuta ativa, respeito pelos outros,
trabalho em grupo e de fundamentar opinides.

As a theoretical-practical curricular unit, it is intended to develop competences in the cognitive and in the
attitudes domains. In the cognitive domain, the aim is to develop acquisition, comprehension and
application skills. Students should be able:

- Identify the origins, objects and theoretical lines of development of the Sociology of Education;

- Know how to integrate and interpret the complexity of the relationship of education with society and the
state;

- Demonstrate analytical and reflective ability to discuss new educational trends at both national and
international levels;

- Reveal ability to collect, select and interpret relevant information in the domains studied;

- Know how to get involved in the debates developed in the classroom context and construct academic
written texts.

In the attitudes domain students are expected to be able to receive learning, active listening and respect
for others, but also to develop group work skills and to express opinions in an informed way.

De forma a desenvolver competéncias no dominio cognitivo e atitudinal recorre-se a combinacéo de
métodos em formato online: expositivo/interativo; andlise de textos e materiais multimédia; debate;
laboratério de casos praticos; acompanhamento tutorial. Os estudantes tém a disposi¢do as seguintes
modalidades de avaliagdo:

1. Avaliagdo continua/AC: realizagdo de uma ficha de avaliagdo escrita individual consubstanciada em
afirmacdes verdadeiras e falsas (50%) e de uma apresentagéo escrita e discussdo oral de um
tema definido pelo estudante (50%), ambas em articulagdo com o trabalho continuo de leitura,
compreensdo, andlise e interpretacdo de fichas-sinteses com o0s principais conceitos/teorias
respeitantes aos respetivos contetdos programaticos em estudo. Nessa modalidade, a assiduidade é
uma condicdo de admissibilidade & modalidade de AC, sendo a assiduidade minima recomendada de
50%.

2. Avaliacao por exame final: prova escrita de acordo com as normas regulamentares (100%).

In order to develop cognitive and attitudinal skills, a combination of online methods is used: expository /
interactive; analysis of texts and multimedia materials; debate; practical case laboratory; tutorial
monitoring. Students have the following assessment methods at their disposal:

1. Continuous assessment / AC: conducting an individual written assessment form based on true and
false statements (50%) and a written presentation and oral discussion of a topic defined by the student
(50%), both in conjunction with the continuous work of reading, understanding, analysis and
interpretation of summary sheets with the main concepts / theories regarding the respective syllabus
under study. In this modality, attendance is a condition of admissibility to the AC modality, with the
minimum recommended attendance being 50%.

2. Assessment by final exam: written test in accordance with regulatory standards (100%).
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
