A avaliacdo pode ser de 2 tipos:

1) Avaliagcao Continua (AC) - com adeséo escrita dos/as alunos/as, assiduidade minima de 50% e
elaboracéo, em grupo, de trabalho de iniciagcdo a pesquisa cientifica avaliado em 3 etapas: 1. guido do
trabalho (apresentacao oral e por escrito = 15%); 2. reviséo da literatura (por escrito = 20%); 3. versao
final do trabalho (escrito e com apresentacéo e discusséo oral = 65%)

2) Avaliacdo Final (AF) exame escrito (100%)

Osl/as alunos/as seleccionam o método de avalia¢é@o pretendido e informam a docente, no maximo, até
7 dias depois do inicio das aulas. Findo esse prazo, estudantes que néo indicaram o método de
avaliacao pretendido ficam automaticamente inscritos/as em AF.

Theoretical and practical classes, tutorial guidance by the teacher, and personal work by the students.
Reflexive and critical analysis of scientific papers; watching videos/movies; debating; research and
analysis of databases in Social Sciences.

The assessment can be of 2 types:

1) Continuous Assessment (AC) - with written adherence by students, a minimum attendance of 50%,
and a research work made in a group which implies 3 stages: 1. A script of the research (oral and written
presentation = 15%); 2. State of the Art (written = 20%); 3. The final version of the work (written and with
presentation and oral discussion = 65%)

2) Final Assessment (AF) - written exam (100%)
The students select the desired evaluation method and inform the teacher until 7 days after the start of

classes. After this deadline, students who do not indicate the intended evaluation method are
automatically enrolled in AF.
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
