Syllabus Overview

Esta unidade curricular tem por objectivo fornecer aos discentes conhecimentos acerca da area
disciplinar da Antropologia do Turismo. Pretende-se discutir os contributos da antropologia para 0os
debates contemporaneos dos estudos do turismo.

No final do semestre os alunos deverao:
1. Identificar tépicos e assuntos tratados na antropologia do turismo

2. Analisar qual o interesse das representacdes, das praticas culturais e dos sistemas simbolicos para o
fendmeno turistico

3. Reconhecer e analisar os possiveis efeitos do turismo nas comunidades locais e nas culturas

4. Determinar a importancia social e cultural de praticas relacionadas com o turismo, as imagens e 0s
media em diferentes contextos etnograficos.

5. Discutir as rela¢des de poder entre hospedeiros, turistas, governo e os media.

This curricular unit aims to provide students with knowledge about anthropology of tourism. It is intended
to discuss the contributions of anthropology to contemporary debates in tourism studies.

At the end of the semester, students should be able to:

1. Identify topics and subjects addressed in the anthropology of tourism

2. Analyze the interest of representations, cultural practices and symbolic systems for the tourism
phenomenon

3. Recognize and analyze the possible effects of tourism on local communities and cultures

4. Determine the particular social and cultural significance of tourism-related practices, imagery, media
and institutions in different ethnographic contexts

5. Discuss power relations between hosts, tourists, government and the media.

Avaliacao:

1. Avaliagdo Continua: trabalho individual (50%): leitura e andlise critica de um artigo cientifico a
seleccionar de uma lista fornecida pela docente + Participagéo em férum de discusséo na plataforma de
e-learning do ISCSP (50%)

De acordo com o Regulamento de Avaliacdo de Conhecimentos e Competéncias do 1° ciclo de estudos,
recomenda-se aos estudantes que optem pela avaliagdo continua a assiduidade minima a 50% das

aulas lecionadas, controlada através do registo da resposta a chamada oral do docente, sendo
obrigatdria a presenca em todos os momentos de avaliagéo.

2. Avaliacao Final: Exame escrito sobre todos os conteldos programaticos.

Assessment:

1. Continuous Assessment: Individual work (50%): reading and critical analysis of a scientific article to be
selected from a list provided by the teacher + participation in a discussion forum on the ISCSP e-learning
platform (50%).

Recommended attendance: 50% of all scheduled classes, controlled by recording the response to the
teacher’s oral call, and compulsory attendance concerning the evaluation sessions.

2. Final Assessment: Written exam (100%).
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
